Interactive Activities

Activity 1:

Your community has seen a large spike in
agricultural injuries on local farms in the past few
months. You have been invited to give a talk and/or
presentation to inform your neighbors and
community members about what the situation is
compared to elsewhere and how it can be prevented
in the future. Using AglnjuryNews, see how many
injuries have occurred in your local area (county,
state, region), learn more about these injuries, and
locate intervention materials to share with your
community.

Activity 2:

You work as an agricultural equipment manufacturer
or extension agent working with machinery. You
have been reading through the news lately and keep
coming across injuries associated with the
machinery you work on. Your boss wants to know
how we can reduce these injuries and boost the
safety and sales of your products. Using
AglnjuryNews, see how many injuries are
associated with various types of machinery (tractors,
combines, grain elevators), see what events lead to
these injuries, and how equipment modifications
could prevent these in the future.
